Dear President Moore and Members of Council: 
 

It is my pleasure to appoint James A. Jackson to serve as Commissioner of Public Works 
for the City of Atlanta.  This appointment will be effective upon City Council confirmation. 
 

Mr. Jackson has served as the Interim Commissioner of Public Works since July 2018 and 
held the position of Deputy Commissioner-Operations within the  City  of  Atlanta  from  April  
2018  to  July  2018.  In the capacity  of  Interim  Commissioner,   he  has  provided  executive  
leadership  to  1,041  employees   within multiple  bureaus  and  used  his industry  knowledge  
and skills  to  oversee  the  successful  management  of department  initiatives.  Prior to 
coming to Atlanta,  Mr. Jackson served  as the Deputy  Director-Operations within  the 
Department  of Public  Works in Washington,  DC leading an organization  of 1,344  
employees and working with a budget of over $11OM.  Responsibilities  included significantly  
improving transparency and customer service at all levels, revising standard operating 
policies, procedures and practices, in addition to  improving  readiness  of  operations  through  
operational  assessment  and  strategic  planning.  Multiple leadership  positions with the 
cities of Richmond,  Virginia,  Wayne County,  Michigan,  Detroit,  Michigan, and Columbus, 
Georgia have contributed to his expertise in the field of Public Works. 
 

Mr. Jackson  graduated  from Knoxville College  with a Bachelor of Science  in Mathematics  
and furthered his  education  by  graduating  from  Columbus  State  University  with  a  
Master  of  Public  Administration (M.P.A.)  General Government.  Mr. Jackson has also 
acquired  a Certificate  of Completion,  Public  Works from the Michigan Public Services 
Institute in addition to the designations of Public Works Executive from the  American  Public  
Works  Association,  Donald  C. Stone  Leadership  Institute  and  being  credentialed Manager  
Candidate  - International   City/County   Managers  Association;   with  no  expiration   on  
either designation. 
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Mr.  Jackson's  experience  and  training  make  him  exceptionally  qualified  to  serve  as  
Commissioner  of Public Works for the City of Atlanta.
