list of three nominees submitted by APAB; two members appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the 
City Council with experience in business and finance; two members appointed by the City Council with 
experience in business and real estate; a member appointed by the Mayor from a nomination of the 
Board of Commissioners of Fulton County; and a member appointed by the City Council from a 
nomination by the City of Atlanta Board of Education; and 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 11-O-1839 the City and Invest Atlanta entered into an 
Intergovernmental Agreement to memorialize the terms and conditions under which Invest Atlanta 
carries out its responsibilities critical to the economic development, revitalization and growth of the City 
of Atlanta which expires June 30,2019; and
