
A RESOLUTION BY 
COUNCILMEMBER KWANZA HALL 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, ON 
BEHALF OF THE CITY OF ATLANTA, TO EXECUTE AN ENCROACHMENT 
AGREEMENT WITH 16th STATION PARTNERS, LLC AS OWNER OF 1280 W. 
PEACHTREE STREET FOR THE PURPOSE OF ALLOWING THE 
ENCROACHMENT OF EXTERIOR FA<;ADE CURTAIN WALLS LOCATED 
ABOVE THE SIDEWALK AND PROJECTING NO MORE THAN TWENTY (20) 
INCHES OVER THE ABUTTING RIGHT-OF-WAY; AND FOR OTHER 
PURPOSES. 

WHEREAS, the existing building at 1280 West Peachtree Street is cunently developed 
with an exterior fa9ade curtain wall that cUITently extends into the right-of-way; and 

WHEREAS, 16th Station Partners, LLC ("Owner") proposes to renovate the existing 
building at 1280 West Peachtree Street with, among other things, the installation of new 
exterior fa9ade curtain walls in compliance with the SPI -16 Zoning District which encroach 
into the right-of-way no more than twenty (20) inches (the "Fa9ade Curtain Wall"), as more 
particularly described or depicted on Exhibit "A" attached hereto and by this reference 
made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, 16th Station Partners, LLC has obtained a favorable recommendation from 
the SPI-16 Design Review Committee and submitted a Special Administrative Permit 
Application to authorize the renovation work; and 

WHEREAS, the City's Code of Ordinances, at Section 138-24 requires that an 
encroachment agreement be entered into between the City and the Owner to authorize the 
Fa9ade Curtain Wall; and 

WHEREAS, the owner has submitted, and the Commissioner of the Department of Public 
Works has reviewed, the plans for the Fa9ade Curtain Wall; and 

WHEREAS, the Owner has agreed to conform to conditions set out in the City's Code of 
Ordinances at Section 138, Article II. 

NOW THEREFORE THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ATLANTA, 
GEORGIA, HEREBY RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS: that the Mayor or his designee is 
authorized, on behalf of the City of Atlanta, to execute an Encroachment Agreement (the 
"Encroachment Agreement") as outlined in Section 138, Article II, of the City's Code of 
Ordinances with the Owner for the purpose of granting the Owner the right to install the 
Fayade Curtain Wall in the public right-of-way as depicted in the plans approved by the 
Department of Public Works in a form approved by the City Attorney or her designee and 
pursuant to the conditions determined by the Commissioner of the Department of Public 
Works to be in the best interest of the City. 



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the plans and specifications for the Fa9ade Curtain 
Wall shall be submitted for the review and approval of the Commissioner of the 
Department of Public Works. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Owner shall indemnifY the City for any damages 
to persons or properties resulting from the erection and maintenance of the Fa9ade Curtain 
Wall and such indemnification shall be set forth in the Encroachment Agreement. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Owner shall comply with the conditions set 
forth in Section 138-24, et seq. of the City's Code of Ordinances. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Attorney or her designee is directed to 
prepare the Encroachment Agreement, acceptable as to form, for execution by the Mayor 
or his designee and the Owner. 

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Encroachment Agreement shall not become 
binding upon the City, and the City shall incur neither obligation nor liability thereunder 
until such Encroachment Agreement has been approved as to form by the City Attorney or 
her designee, executed by the Mayor or his designee, attested by the Municipal Clerk, and 
delivered to the Owner.
